“The only thing that annoys me about my job is the
administration, you know all the paperwork | have to do.
3Cheating. They cheat in exams and in the homework
we set them. Of course, not everyone does it, but it
really annoys me. If | could teach my pupils just one
thing, it would be that studying hard and revising for
exams is good, and cheating is bad.

4 There isn't much that annoys me about my job. Well,
correcting homework can be hard work, and taking
the register is a waste of time, and sometimes with
my favourite classes the bell goes too soon, you know
just when we're starting something interesting.

L Now, if you're sitting in your car at a red ligh, | want
You to imagine this: a city centre with no traffic lights
and no road signs; a place where drivers, cyclists and
pedestrians all share the same space with nothing to
tell them who has the right of way and who has to give
way. Difficult to imagine, isn'tit? But it exists, It called
Shared Space and here to talk about it s traffic planner
Julie White. Welcome to the show, Julie.

J: Thanks, Lewis. Glad to be here.

L: So Julie, what is Shared Space?

J: I¢s been around for a few years now. It was pioneered
by a Dutch road engineer called Hans Monderman
and it exists in many town centres around the world,
especially in the Netherlands and Germany. The idea
is for all road users to share the same space with no
separation between roads, pavements and bike lanes
and to decide for themselves who has priority.

L: Isn't it dangerous? Doesn't it cause more accidents?
J: That's what you would think, but apparently, it
doesn't. For example, when they removed all the
traffic lights from the city centre in the Dutch town of
Drachten, the number of road accidents per year fell
from eight to practically zero.

L:So, if there are no wraffic lights, there are no
accidents?

J:No. You canc stop people making mistakes, so
of course there are siill accidents. But they're not
big ones. As Hans Monderman said, ‘we want small
accidents, in order to prevent serious ones in which
people get hurt. The problem with the normal system
is this. If you know you have the right of way, you
feel confident and you don't take enough care. For
example, you drive too fast and don't have time to
react when a child runs out from between parked cars.
Or you know you have pricrity on a zebra crossing, so
you don't bother looking, a distracted driver comes
along and bang! Another road death.

But if nobody’s sure who has priority, then everyone's
more careful. You can compare Shared Space to
a skating rink with lots of ice-skaters whizzing around
It looks confusing, but there are very few accidents
because everyone works things out for themselves and
feels responsible for their own safety. It works. If people
feel less safe, they're more careful, they go slower and
50 they're actually safer. If people feel too safe, they're
over-confident and that’s when serious accidents
happen.

L: But doesn' it cause more traffic congestion?

J: Funnily enough, it doesn'. If you use roundabouts
instead of traffic lights, you don't get so many traffic
jams at junctions. It sounds paradoxical but drivers
report that even though they drive more slowly, they
get from A to B more quickly.

L: Are there any drawbacks? For example, blind people
might..
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Traditionally, this is how you do it. First, you get really
good at something. For example, you learn to play an
instrument. Then you form a group, rehearse until
your fingers bleed and do anything you can to get an
opportunity to play live in front of real people and not
just your mates. After years of gigs in tiny bars and on
the smallest stage in unknown summer festivals, your
manager finally tells you that you have a recording
contract. Then you release a record and become rich
and famous and get to destroy hotel rooms. O if
you're an actor, you study at drama school for years,
perform for free in all sorts of venues just to get some
experience, and eventually the happy day comes
when you find an agent willing to take ten per cent
of nothing in order to represent you. Then you start
the thankless task of going from audition to audition
trying to get a part, any part, in a play, or a short film,
or even an advert. Finally, your agent finds someone
who is ready to give you a chance and suddenly you're
famous... and find embarrassing photos of yourself in
glossy magazines. But the traditional way is not the
only way any more. Now theres a new way to become
famous. It doesn't involve years of study and you
don't need to travel round the country performing for
audiences so small they could be in a Book of Records.
You can do it from the comfort of your own home. All
you need is 2 computer and an Internet connection;
although it does help if you have some talent, too. Take
for instance, Tay Zonday. In April 2007 this graduate
student from Minnesota, a man with no formal music
training, performed his song ‘Chocolate Rain’ on the
website 4chan. It quickly became popular and won the
Music category in the 2007 YouTube Awards. In three
years it got over fifty million views and was perhaps
the most listened to song in the world. Zonday, who
sings in an unusually deep voice, became a media
celebrity. He performed live on national TV and radio,
appeared on the front page of the Los Angeles Times,
made an Internet commercial for a well-known soft
drink and even got a part as an actor in a multimedia
presentation to celebrate NASA' 50th birthday! And
all from posting one song on a website. Zonday is not
unique. Comedy group Derrick Comedy, TV presenter
Amanda Congdon, rapper Soulja Boy, chef Julie Powell
and comedian, singer, musician and actor Bo Burnham
all found fame and fortune through the Internet. And
there are more: painters, sculptors and cartoonists;
poets, novelists and journalists; photographers, make-
up artists and film directors. So if you want to be
famous, you know what to do. The only problem is
that you're not the only one who's trying to o it.

When Tommy hacks a dragon to
pieces in a game it doesn't mean he'll do the same to
the neighbour’s dog, does ic? | have only one objection
to role-playing games. They simply take up a lot of
time, really a lot, and | feel it would be better if Tommy

The Irish writer George Bernard Shaw
once wrote that the United Kingdom and the United
States were “two countries separated by the same
language’” It is true that English is spoken on both sides
of the Adantic, but it is not quite the same English. For
example, the Britsh turn on the tap to get water, The
Americans use the faucet. The British drive down the
motorway and walk along the pavement. The Americans
drive down the freeway and walk along the sidewalk...
but not unless they really have to. The British eat biscuits
with their tea. The Americans prefer cookies with their
coffee. Not coffee, but coffee. You see, the accents are
different too. If you want to sound like an American,
do not say, ‘Not a ot of Scots are called Jock, but
pronounce that ‘o’ sound like an ‘2’ and say, ‘Nat a lat
of Scats are called Jack! Thanks to Hollywood, to films
and TV, to Indiana Jones and Homer Simpson, it is easy
for the Britsh to understand Americans. However, many
Americans find the British accent harder to follow. They
may not always understand i, but generally they like
it. They think British speakers sound ‘cute, ‘incelligent;
‘sophisticated" or even ‘omantic’ You can thank Hugh
Grant for that one. However, in Hollywood films, it is
amazing how often the ‘baddies' have English accents.
Not the normal criminals, but the evil masterminds
behind the terrible plans. Especially in Walt Disney films.
Really. Just think of Scar in The Lion King, Ursula in The
Little Mermaid, or Shere Kahn in The Jungle Book. Its
even worse for the Scots. The most famous ‘Scottish’
characters in American cinema and TV are Willie, the
muscular groundskeeper from the Simpsons, and the big
green monster Shrek! Some British people don' ke the
way Americans speak English and consider it somehow
less authentic than the ‘Queen’s English’ They get really
angry when they hear Americans saying 'Im really mad’
when they mean ‘angry. They don't agree that ‘fall
follows summer or that ‘| guess'is as good as | suppose.
And they do not think not should be pronounced ‘nat
Soitis really rather funny to find out that many of these
Americanisms are more ‘original’than the British English
alternatives. ‘Fall’ was the English word for Autumn’
before the French arrived in 1066, ‘mad’ probably came
from a provincial English way of speaking, and 'l guess’
has been in use since the Middle Ages. Oh, and the
pronunciation of ‘not’ s nat’ s found in the writings of
Chaucerin the 16th century. Thereis one obvious reason
to prefer American English to British English - and here
I am sure that millions of English language students
around the world would agree - the spelling is simpler
and more sensible. | mean, seriously, which is the better
way to spell the word ‘plough’ ~ p--o-u-g-h or p-l-o-w?

MBALI: English is the international language of
business and science and black South Africans see
it as the language that can give them a successful
career. Most black parents want their children to learn
‘good English’, you know; ‘the Queen's English! But
the problem is that black children from poor families
in the country don't have the opportunity to learn it
well. The government should spend more money on
schools in rural areas. Kevin comes from Australia.
KEVIN: In Australia, basically English is the only
language you hear. But in South Africa there are so
many other languages: Afrikaans, Zulu and so on.
I understand the English they speak here no problem.
In fact, the accent’s quite like an Australian accent.
There are some differences though. We say ‘gday’ when
we meet someone and here they say ‘howzit? And
some people always say ‘hey’ at the end of a sentence:
You know, “Are you sure, hey?” or It’s expensive, hey?”
Kwezi i from South Africa. His frst language is Xhosa.
KWEZI: South African English has borrowed many
words from African languages, but my favourites are
the expressions that have been translated directly. For
example, when you have sunshine and rain at the same
time, we use the expression ‘monkey’s wedding’ Don't
ask me why. And superstitious people here don't cross
their fingers. No, they ‘hold thumbs: And my particular

favourite is the common greeting ‘go well and stay well.
Koketso is South African. Her first language is Sepedi.
She has studied in the United States.

KOKETSO: In many ways the English spoken in South
Africa i quite similar to that spoken in other southem
African countries such as Botswana, Namibia or
Zimbabwe. However, South African English dialects
can vary greatly. In Johannesburg, the dialect i closer o
British English, while in the Eastern Cape area it is closer
to Afrikaans. And each ethnic community speaksits own
type of Engiish. But we doall understand each other!
